The titanium quad exhaust, a personal 
monument and signature of the brand, is 
still present. It has a ceramic coating, in 
order to dissipate the heat efficiently, 
but still sets the weight just above 6 
kilograms for the complete system.

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The side mirrors, as if suspended in 
mid-air, thanks to the airfoil-shaped 
support are set apart from the body 

for better aerodynamic penetration, 
showing the meticulous optimization 
that was carried out on them in the 

wind tunnel.
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The Pagani Utopia's butterfly doors swing 
upward and outward, combining style and 
ease of access. Operated by finger latches, 

they embody Pagani's seamless blend of 
elegance and functionality.
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U-24 is directional, make sure 
to glue in the correct position.
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Be careful to bend MB parts 
in the correct orientation as 

these are fragile.
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Rear wings can be fitted by

Make sure J-23 & J-24 
are located well, to 
ensure a good fit.

The forged wheels have 
a turbine-shaped carbon 

fibre extractor which 
draws hot air away from 
the brakes and reduces 
turbulence under the

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The engine lid and bonnet are
